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HIGHLIGHTS OF THE JANUARY 2011 LABOR FORCE SURVEY
Overview

The labor market situation in January 2011 was essentially unchanged from last year. Modest growth rates occurred in the agricultural, fishery and forestry sector (1.3%) and services sector (1.0%) while industry employment was down (-1.1%). This was accompanied by the decline in fulltime employment (-2.7%) and wage and salary employment (-1.2%). On a positive note, underemployment rate eased slightly from 19.7% to 19.4% over the period. Meanwhile, unemployment rate at 7.4% was about unchanged or not statistically different from last year’s figure of 7.3% while labor force participation rate (LFPR) fell from 64.5% to 63.7%.

The slowdown in employment growth this January is largely attributed to “base effect” as the country registered a robust expansion in employment a year ago of the same period (+1.739 million - the highest in the 2000 Census-based LFS data series) on the back of the simultaneous holding of the national and local elections. Similar record expansion also occurred in the labor force (+1.712 million), full-time employment (+2.018 million) and wage and salary employment (+2.171 million) in January 2010. It should be noted that employment (as well as labor force) in the 2000 Census based LFS data series followed a “boom and bust” cycle where large or unusual expansion in a particular survey round is always followed by a decline in the same survey round in the same period of the following year or vice versa.
Labor force participation rate (LFPR) in January 2011 fell to 63.7% from 64.5% a year earlier.  Fewer persons (383,000) entered or rejoined the labor market compared with the same period last year (1.712 million).  The decline was most pronounced among women (50.7% to 49.15) and persons between the age groups 45-54 (80.1% to 78.5%) and 65 years old and over (38.8% to 37.3%).  (please refer to Table 4a)

The number of persons in the labor force rose slightly from 38.828 million to 39.211 million over the period, along with the 1.324 million increase in household population 15 years old and over which now stood at 61,532 million.

Employment
Employment growth slowed down considerably to just 0.8% (+292,000) in January 2011 from the robust 5.1% (+1.739 million) registered a year ago of the same period.  The 2010 employment grew at its fastest pace since 2002 at the back of the synchronized national and local elections that boosted the economy and the labor market.

· Services sector employment growth managed to remain positive through at a modest 1.1% (+199,000).  Growth was mixed across sub-sectors with gains in wholesale and retail trade (+208,000); real estate, renting and business activities (+75,000); transport, storage and communications (+70,000); education (+66,000); and financial intermediation (+64,000).  These offset losses in private households with employed persons (-181,000); other community, social and personal service activities (-44,0000); hotels and restaurants (-41,000); public administration (-17,000); and health and social work (-2,000). · On the other hand, industry employment fell by 1.1% (-58,000) following strong recovery last year (+9.6% or 466,000).  With the exception of construction which posted an increase (+33,000), losses occurred in manufacturing (-56,000); electricity, gas and water (-26,000); and mining and quarrying (-9,000).

· In contrast, employment in agriculture, hunting and forestry sector managed to post a slight recovery (+1.8% or +185,000) from the decline a year ago (-0.9 or 95,000) due to the effect of the El Niño weather phenomenon.  Meanwhile, employment in the fishery sector dipped by 2.3% (-33,000).

· Strong “base effect” was also observed for full-time employment and wage and salary employment.  Both indicators recorded substantial  gains last year (+2.018 million and +2.171 million, respectively) but suffered losses this year (-618,000) and -234,000, respectively).

· Meanwhile, employment increases occurred for the following categories of workers:  persons in part-time employment (7.0% or +859,000), self-employed workers (+462,000), and unpaid family workers (+268,000).

· Employment losses were recorded in Region V (-23,000), Region VII (-24,000) and ARMM (-111,000).  The rest of the regions post4ed gain in employment with the highest in Region IV-A (+82,000), Region XI (+70,000) and Region IV-B (+65,000).

Underemployment

· The number of employed persons who wanted or expressed the desire for additional hours of work fell slightly by 53,000 to 7.054 million.  This figure corresponds to 19.4% of total employed, down from 19.7% a year before. (please refer to Table 3)

· Persons who worked less than 40 hours during the reference week and wanting additional hours of work (time-rated underemployment) increased over the period by 271,000 to 4.445 million.

Unemployment

· The January 2011 unemployment rate at 7.4% was up marginally by 0.1 percentage point from last year.  Note that this figure is not statistically different from the rate recorded in January 2010 at 7.3%.  In absolute terms, the total number of unemployed persons rose by 92,000 to 2.919 million.

· Nearly half (48.9% or 1.427 million of the total unemployed workforce were young workers (aged 15 to 24 years old). Youth unemployment rate at 17.2% was more than twice the national average.  This rate was about the same last year. (please refer to Table 4)
· About three in every five unemployed were men (1,829 million or 62.7%).  Compared with last year, unemployment rate of men was down by 0.2 percentage point to 7.6% while the rate for women was up by 0.7% percentage point to 7.2%.

· The majority (47.0% or 1.373 million) were high school graduates or undergraduates.  Equally large were college undergraduates and graduates (39.1% or 1.141 million).

· Six regions posted unemployment rates higher that the national rate:  NCR (12.05), Region I (10.0%), Region III (7.9%), Region IV-A (9.5%), Region VII (8.2%) and Caraga (7.5%). (please refer to Table 5)

· Compared with last year, notable increases in unemployment rates occurred in Region I (+2.1 percentage points) and NCR (+1.2 percentage points) while notable reductions occurred in Region III (-1.1 percentage points), Region IX (-1.5 percentage points) and Region XII (-2.0 percentage points).
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Profile of Working Children in the Philippines
Overview
The issue on the eradication of child labor has always been paramount in the consciousness not only within countries but also to the international community as a whole. Positive experiences on child labor programs from many parts of the world combined with hard-line stance and strong commitment among different international organizations have begun to bring teeth to anti-child labor advocacy.

However, the International Labor Organization (ILO) stressed, that not all of the work done by children should be eliminated as in some instances their participation in work may even be considered as something positive for as long as it does not hamper their health and personal development. Hence, Article 7 of ILO Convention No. 138 stipulated that children in particular age groups are permitted to engage in such “light work.”

In the Philippines, a child’s employment or participation in public entertainment or information through cinema and other forms of media is allowed provided that such employment is essential and that the contract is concluded by the child’s parents or legal guardian in order to ensure the child’s protection.  However, there are no existing data series on child labor. What is available are data on working children in which child labor is a part of.

The term “working children” is a broad concept which encompasses most production activities undertaken by the children, paid or unpaid, for a few hours or full time, on a casual or regular basis, in the organized or unorganized (formal or informal) sector, and whether the activities are legal or illegal. Work in family enterprises and in household-based production activities is included, so is work done in another household for an employer.

Using the Public Use Files of the Labor Force Survey of the National Statistics Office from 2004 to 2009, the LABSTAT Updates aims to provide an analysis and profile of the working children, defined to cover those aged 5-17 years old, in the Philippines. Specifically, it will highlight on the demographic and socioeconomic profile of working children in order to get a glimpse on who and where these Filipino working children are.

· The household population of children for both sexes generally followed an increasing trend from 2004 - 2009.

·  However, the boys aged 5-17 years old consistently posted a higher population than the girls of the same age during the same period.

· In contrast, the phenomenon of working children showed a fluctuating trend over the years. In 2009, it went down to 2.2 million or by 6.7% from 2.4 million in 2004.

· The economic activity rate of children or the proportion of working children to the total population of children in the country decreased from 9.5% in 2004 to 7.7% in 2009.

· However, the decline in economic activity rate for working boys was faster (12.0% to 9.5%) compared to their girl counterparts (6.8% to 5.8%).

· Boys still make up more than half of the total number of working children. Their share ranged from a high of 64.8% in 2004 to 62.9% in 2009.

· Generally, six out of 10 working children did not attend school. Those currently attending school were highest in 2009.

· Older children are more likely to be working compared to their younger counterparts. For 2009, almost two thirds (64.9%) of working children were aged 15-17 years old, while 31.6% and 4.1% were 10-14 years old and 5-9 years old, respectively

· Region X (Northern Mindanao) posted the biggest share of the total working children in the country in 2009 at 10.3%.

· Working children were predominantly laborers and unskilled workers, comprising more than three-fourths (76.1%) of the total in 2009.

Top Three Industries in terms of the number of working children in 2009

· Agriculture, hunting and forestry employed more than half (55.0%) of the total working children in 2009.

· A great proportion of boys worked in farms (74.3%) while girls dominated the private households industry (88.2%) and wholesale and retail trade (54.5%).

· Older children with ages ranging from 15 – 17 years old dominated the top three industries in 2009. In private households, they comprised about 90% of the total.

· Majority of children working in wholesale and retail were better educated than those working in agriculture. Most of the working children in agriculture were elementary undergraduates (42.0%) while 56.9% and 60.4% of children in wholesale and retail trade; and private households reached high school, respectively.

· Four (4) in every 5 children working in private households in 2009 were not attending school, while 3 out of 5 in wholesale and retail trade were attending school.
